On approximately Wednesday. June 17, 2009 at approximately 3:00 I drove to

Elizabeth’s house at JJRiidfpe. When I came out of her house, Elizabeth and I got in my car

and approximately 4 — 5 police cars drove up and blocked me in . They got out of there cars and

one of them, who acted as if he was in charge told me a warrant was on a judge’s desk for my

arrest and if T did not give them my grandchildren they are going to go downtown and have the

Jjudge sign the warrant. They stated that they wanted the children and I told them the dad of one

of the children had the children.

One of the policeman told Elizabeth to get out of the car and she stated he ask her if I was

alright up there, “he pointed to his brain.” He also stated. “she see’s people watching her

through her television.”

For your convenience, Ms. Marshail is submitting a typed (duplicate) of the

\j Elizabeth got back in the car and the police officer came to my side of the car. He stated

/ my daughter took out the warrant — she has not been taking care of her children- and I stated, “If
she had done such a thing I need to file something regarding her.” The policeman stated. to
Elizabeth (he was talking over me) . “If she tries to file a complaint, they are not going to take it

because she is “Redlined.”

Officer Laytham was behind him getting into his car, as I have previously had problems

with Laytham and he stated, “Do you remember me Ms. Marshall,” I said, “Yes, I remember

.you.” They detained me for about twenty minutes. My son-in-law called me on my cell and said
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he was at my house in my driveway with my grandchildren and the police were there. I drove to
my house and the police were there, Kevin gave the children to my daughter. The officers
present at my house were John Terrence Keeling, a short medium brown skin black policeman

and three others.

Ao Sergeant Alan Bybee, Sergeant Anthony Smothers, Sgr. Marcus Laytham and
Officer Danny Lawless are guilty of Fraud, Criminal Conspiracy, Racial Discrimination,
and Aiding and Abetting, Violation of Civil Rights, Human Rights, and Civil Liberties,
Violation of their Oath of Office, Defamation Libel and Defamation Slander (as Ms.
Marshall is a Mayoral Candidate and they have defamed her and made fraudulent claims
to the public) for the following reasons:

1) Ms. Marshall told Bybee and Smothers when she filed her complaint that

Sgt Marcus Laytham knew who the officer was that made the statements regarding Ms.
Marshall’s health, the fraudulent warrant and the statement that Ms. Marshall was
*Redlined. Officer Bybee and Smothers have illegally conspired with Laytham and
Lawless to cover/hide the criminal activity of Lawless.

*For your Convenience, Ms. Marshall provides two Def. of Redlining
w I)Redlining — The term “Redlining” was coined in the late 1960’s by community

activists in Chicago. It describes the practice of marking a red line on a map to delineate
: the area where banks would not invest: later the term was applied to discrimination
against a particular group of people (usually by race or sex) no mater the geography.
During the heyday of redlining, the areas most frequently discriminated against were
black inner city neighborhoods. (taken from Wikipedia, Encyclopedia)
v 2)Redlining — discriminate, single out, separate (taken from Thesaurus & Encyclopedia)

2) Ms. Marshall states that when she has contacted Professional Standards they have

stated that Laytham stated that Lawless was not there, however Elizabeth Elliot was with Ms.
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" Marshall and saw the name “Law” on his badge and there was another woman who identified him
that was sitting on the porch as she has also had an encounter with this officer.

3) There were several neighbors out that day that witnessed what occurred and
spoke with Ms. Marshall and Elizabeth regarding the incident.

Ms. Marshall states part of the Motive for the cover-up is that Danny Lawless
worked in the 1* Division under Major Gibson, and Major Gibson has participated in the
Criminal Conspiracy, illegal and discriminatory practices against Ms. Marshall. As proof
Ms. Marshall submits excerpts from a log that involves a complaint filed at the Office of

Taken from Log re: Gibson

October 2008 (around that time, not sure of date)

I met with Marsha Moorman regarding all of the suffering and corruption I have been living with
for the past five years. I previously already gave her documents, tapes, narration pages, etc. A.
Johnson from the telephone reporting unit, division 1 of the Police Dept. came to meet with me at
Human Relations and I gave her a log, tapes and narration pages. I also showed her the
fraudulent birth certificate I received and showed her the AT&T bill that I was paying for four (4)
months for a line in an office I used to have that AT&T put in my office, however the line never
worked and I was paying for the line and receiving bills for the line, but now AT&T was saying it
was not my line. The police report number A. Johnson gave me is 80-08-080769 and she told me
that a detective would be contacting me.

October 2008 through December 2008
T called the 1% division continuosly and was given the run around

November 16, 2008 - Attacked

Talking to Belinda on telephone, Frequencies coming through telephone, caused pressure in back
of head and headache. Had several mild headaches throughout the day and then had a seizure, this
time 1 could not catch myself from falling and I fell into the gate that encloses my two toy
poodles. Isat on the floor for about 4 — 5 minutes on top of the broken gate. (felt eyes rolling to
back of head)
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Regarding the 1¥ division of the Police Dept. (Contacted the police at 574-7167 and spoke with
the Receptionist, Sherry, Sherry stated Major Gibson was not in and that is who I need to speak
with.) Sherry connected me with Sargeant Johnson and he told me that they would not take a

report regarding the attacks. I later spoke with Lieutenant Felty and was told that I need to
contact the F.B.I. Ttold him that I knew through previous contact with them that the local F.B.L,

my local police and my local United States Attorney David Huber are involved in what is
happening to me and I fear for my life. He told me to contact Homeland Security.

November 20. 2008 (week of)
Talked to Johnson and Felty again and was told that they will not be assisting me and that Major
Gibson does not want to talk with me.

December 11. 2008 (around that time)

Contacted Sheila at Chief White’s office 574-7660 and told her that I have been getting the run
around and that Major Gibson was supposed to be jnvestigating the report A. Johnson took at
Human Relations, but I was told that he does not want to talk to me. She told me to contact
Professional Standards.

December 11, 2008 (around that time)
Contacted professional standards and reported my experience with 1* division.

December 15, 2008 (evening

Received a call from Major Gibson stating he would have someone get back with me and to date,
December 18 2008, noone has contacted mﬂ

Taken from log re: Laytham

March 2007 (not sure of date)
1 spoke with Officer Latham at the 2™ Division, 574-2478 and told him that I wanted to file a

police report about February 17, 2007 and March 26, 2007. He told me that he would get back
with me and never did.

March 29, 2007

T went to the 2™ Division location at 3419 Bohne and left the two complaints that I typed
with Major Yvette Gentry (a police report was not taken). She stated that she would give
them to Officer Latham.

Taken from log re: Suspicious Activity

November 24, 2006

1 mailed a Registered letter to the Federal Communications Commission in Washington DC.
The letter was signed for by A. Gibson on November 28, 2006. The letter was addressed to the
CEO at the Federal Communications Commission. Around the middle of December, I spoke with
Linda Jones in Kevin Martin, the Chairman’s Office and she stated that they did not have the
letter.

December 2006 (end of Dec. 2006) and beginning of January 2007
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I spoke with Vivian Smith and Tavona in the ASC Office who states that they knew who A.
Gibson was and transferred me to Bill Cline/Director of Consumer Government Affairs. He told

me to resend the registered letter to him and that they did not know where the letter was.

Note: This is suspicious 1o me due to the fact that there is an “A. Gibson” working for the
Louisville Metro Police Department in the 17 Division
1 also received documents from the FCC that appear to be fraudulent documents

In closing Ms. Marshall states that this is only a small portion of the evidence
involving the aforementioned allegations, as there are many witnesses, tapes, police
reports (never investigated), etc. Ms. Marshall further states that illegal electromagnetic
technology is also being used against her in which the Louisville Metro Police are
involved.

k will also be reading the report taken by A. Johnson 80-08-080769 at Marsha
Moorman’s Office which was never investigated by Major Gibson, whom the Officer
Danny Lawless worked under at Division 1. This is further evidence that Ms. Marshall
has been “Redlined, Defamed, and her Civil Rights violated by the LMPD, inclusive of
Professional Standards.”
