1 have mail that has had the tape cut across and opened, I have had certified and first class
mail missing, I have mail delivered to me opened, and for the record I have some of
these items as exhibits regarding the mail tampering that I have experienced.

Please consider the form and this letter as an official complaint as, I am requesting that
the Postal Inspector investigate this problem and I am also requesting that the attached
registered letter that I sent to the Federal Communications Commission be located.
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
